Think about our church and our community. What external markers do you sense that we use
to judge whether people are right with God? Are these judgments helpful? Why or why not?

Read Romans 5:1-2. How do you daily remind yourself that you “stand” in God's grace?

“Grace: The gift of God as expressed in his actions of extending mercy, loving-kindness, and
salvation to people.” (Tyndale Bible Dictionary, 2001). What stands out to you in that
definition? What do you want to remember this week?
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Based on this study. What change do you most need in your life? Do you need to turn away
from religious externals? Do you need a greater embrace of grace in your life?
